BA (Bachelor of Arts)

A candidate for the BA Degree course shall have passed the pre-University Examination with any
combination of subjects, or equivalent L2th standard examination of any other Board.

B.Com (Bachelor of Commerce)

Only those who have taken Business studies and Acountancy in pUC or equivalent 12th std
examinations are eligible to apply.

B.B.A (Bachelor of Business Administration)

Those who have a minimum of 50% in any stream of PUC or equivalent 12th std Examination are
eligible to apply.
